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2017 ARS National Convention 

ROSE ARRANGEMENT SCHEDULE 
 

 
1. Rules and Regulations:  The Arrangement Division of the American Rose 

Society 2017 Fall National Show held in Gettysburg, Pennsylvania, will be 
governed by the guidelines of the ARS as set forth in the Guidelines for 
Judging Rose Arrangements and the rules of this Convention Show 
Schedule. 

 

2. Convention Registration:  All Exhibitors and Judges must be registered for this convention. 
 

3. Pre-registration of Designs:  Exhibitors (including those wishing to enter the Judges class), must 
pre-register all potential entries, other than in the National Challenge Classes.  One entry per 
exhibitor is allowed in each class.  Pre-registration for National Challenge Classes is not required, 
but would be helpful for staging purposes.  Questions regarding the arrangement schedule and to 
pre-register for classes are to be directed to:  Pat Lawrence, telephone: (717) 496-8371; or email, 
patroses@comcast.net.  Only registered Convention attendees may request and receive space for 
entries.  Class requests will be filled in the order in which the requests are made by Convention 
registrants.  

 

4. Arranger Grown Roses Designation and Sources of names:  All roses used in any entry must be 
OUTDOOR, GARDEN GROWN designated by the American Rose Society.  A rose or roses must 
provide the dominant floral interest in all designs.  The names of the roses must be listed on the 
entry tag.  Names may be verified on the ARS website Modern Roses Database.  Other helpful 
recognized sources that may be used are:  (a) ARS Official List of Approved Exhibition Names for 
Exhibitors and Judges; (b) ARS Handbook for Selecting Roses; and (c) Combined Rose List (CRL).   In 
order to be eligible for any ARS Medal Certificate or any of the National Challenge Classes, all roses 
used in the design must be Arranger outdoor, garden grown.   This is to be designated by placing 
“AG” in the upper right-hand corner of the entry tag or, if present, checking the AG box on the 
entry tag (and checking the “AG box” on the Convention-provided supplemental arrangement 
card.) 

 

5. Standard Designs Size and Staging:  Standard size designs may use roses of any ARS classifications 
these arrangements will be staged on a 20” wide table of standard height.  Tables will have a 
neutral covering and skirting.  Exhibitors must provide their own free-standing backboards (NO 
wings) and underlayment unless otherwise specified in the class requirement.  If the table rests 
against the wall, the wall may be used to support the backboard.  Forward-facing wings are not 
permitted as part of the backboard.  Backboards of a maximum size of 30” high x 20” wide and 
baseboards 20” wide and 20” deep are required unless otherwise specified.     

 

6. Miniature Designs Size and Staging:  Miniature designs must only use roses classified by the ARS 
as Miniature and/or Miniflora.  Either or both may be used in all classes except where class 
requirements specify one or the other classifications to be used.  Space allotment for miniature 
designs will be 12” high x 12” deep x 12”wide.   Miniature rose designs can be no bigger than 10” 
high, 10”wide, and 10”deep unless otherwise stated in the class requirement.   Exhibitors must 
provide their own free-standing backboards (NO wings) and underlays as the designated space 
for their entry.  The top of the tables will be elevated to approximately 48” off the floor.

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7. Other Design Components:  Fresh plant material, dried and/or treated dried plant materials, 
bases, frames, free-standing backgrounds, accessories and other man-made materials may be 
used except where excluded in the class description.   If there is a question, please contact the 
arrangement chair for clarification. 

 

8. To Avoid Severe Penalties:  Do not use painted or dyed fresh plant materials, live creatures, plant 
materials on the state or local conservation list, the American flag or flag of any country.  

 

9. Disqualification: The two causes for disqualification of an arrangement are:  (1) Roses are not 
outdoor, garden grown; and (2) The use of artificial plant material.   

 

10. Entry tags:  Both the ARS entry tag and the supplement card will be available for exhibitors on 
Friday evening and the morning of the show.  Completion of the top of the ARS entry tag and the 
supplemental card is the exhibitor’s responsibility.  All rose varieties used in the design must be 
correctly name on the ARS entry tag or the supplemental card.  The bold face class title should be 
used as the title on the entry tag.  For ease in completing the entry tag, you may use just the first 3 
words of the class title.   Interpretation of the design may be listed on the supplemental card in 
the space provided.  The supplemental card will provide space to place information regarding 
class, style, interpretation,  arranger grown status, and membership in ARS or District (if required.)   
The ARS entry tag will be paper clipped to the supplemental card and placed to the right front of 
the arrangement or where space permits. 

 

11. Placement:  Exhibitors must use the exhibit space assigned to them unless permission from the 
Arrangement Chair is given to move.  Exhibitors may place arrangements starting on Friday, 
September 8th after setup is complete; all arrangements must be in place by 9:45am Saturday, 
September 9th.  If an exhibit must be moved and efforts to locate the exhibitor have failed, the 
Arrangement Chairperson will carefully move the exhibit.  An incorrectly placed design will be 
judged in the section and class in which it is placed.  Before leaving the show area, you may check 
with the arrangement committee member to verify that all requirements have been completed.  

 

12. Removal of Designs and Awards:  Arrangements must remain in place until the close of the show 
on Saturday, September 9th.  The District and Section trophies will be awarded at the time and 
place listed in the general events schedule.  The ARS National Challenge Trophies and Gold 
Certificate winners will be awarded at the Saturday evening banquet.   The show committee will 
not be responsible for arrangement material left after tear down.  

 

13. Liability and Safety:  The Penn-Jersey District Rose Society, the American Rose Society, and/or the 
Wyndham Hotel shall not be liable for loss or damage to entries, containers, property or for injury 
to persons attending the 2017 Fall National Rose Convention or show.   

 

14. Designs:  All dried designs must have been created for this Convention and may not have been 
entered into any previous competition.  All fresh designs should be the work of one exhibitor and 
not of a team. 
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15. Judging:  All decisions of the judges are final.  The following  arrangement scorecard will be used:   
 

CONFORMANCE (5 POINTS PER CATEGORY) – 15 POINTS 
 Refers to the compliance with the requirements of the show schedule 
 

a. Naming of roses – ARS Approved Exhibition Name of roses should be used. 
b. Conformance to type of design – Design must conform to style of design listed in schedule or 

stated on the entry tag by the exhibitor in classes of designer’s choice 
c. Other specific requirements of schedule – All requirements such as type of rose, use of 

accessories, size of design, staging, etc., must be followed. 
 

DESIGN (5 POINTS PER PRINCIPLE) – 30 POINTS 
 

a. Balance – Both physical and visual stability should be evident. Balance should be featured front 
to back, side to side, top to bottom, and may be either symmetrical or asymmetrical.  Balance 
should be achieved within the design as well as the outline. 

b. Dominance – The stronger effect of one or more of the elements in a design. Dominance is 
observed in color, shape, form, etc.  Roses must be the dominant flower. 

c. Contrast – The use of unlike qualities or elements to emphasize difference.  Contrast is achieved 
by the use of color, shapes, and texture in any or all components 

d. Rhythm – A visual path through a design.  Rhythm may be achieved through repetition of colors, 
shapes and sizes to unify the whole. 

e. Proportion – A visually pleasing relationship of the amount of plant material to the container 
and the arrangement to the allowed space.  Plant material other than roses should not be 
dominant.  The size of an accessory should complement and should not dominate. 

f. Scale – The visual size relationship of each part of a design to each other part.  Particular 
attention should be given to the size of an arrangement to its allowed space.  The size of an 
accessory, if used, should complement and should not dominate. 
 

PERFECTION OF THE ROSE(S) – 30 POINTS 
  

a. Roses should be in good condition, fresh with good color and substance.    
b. Form of roses may vary depending on variety or stage of development.    
c. Rose foliage and other plant materials should be of good quality and condition. 
 

CREATIVITY AND EXPRESSIVENESS (7.5 POINTS PER PRINCIPLE) – 15 POINTS 
 Originality in choice or use of components as related to theme or class title 
 

a. Creativity – Originality and the choice or use of components as related to theme or class title 
b. Expressiveness – Strength of the interpretation of the title of the class 

 

DISTINCTION – 10 POINTS 
 

a. Design is superior in all respects due to the unusual differences in execution and construction by the 
exhibitor.   

b. This is the determination that puts everything together in a final judgment regarding the total complete 
design, the overall effectiveness and the unity of the elements and principles of design. 

 

16. Ribbons and Classes:  An arrangement must score at least 90 points to be eligible for a first place 
ribbon.  One first, one second, one third and multiple honorable mention ribbons may be awarded 
in each class.  A design must place first and score at least 92 points to be eligible for ARS high 
awards (Certificates and Rosettes).  Judges will be requested to annotate on the reverse of the 
entry card, any arrangements that scored at least a 90 points but was not the first place ribbon 
winner of the class.   
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17. ARS Gold, Silver and Bronze Certificates:   The ARS Gold, Silver and Bronze Medal Arrangement 

Certificate and the ARS Miniature Gold, Silver and Bronze Medal Arranger Certificate may be 
awarded if an arrangement in the class is eligible for these certificates and the arrangement is:  

(a} First place design in the class 
(b) It has scored 92 points or higher   
(c) It was documented on the entry tag that the roses used in the arrangement were fresh, 

arranger, outdoor garden grown roses and that this was indicated by “AG” on the entry 
tag.   

 The winners of the National Challenge Classes, Rosecraft, Keepsake, Personal Adornment Classes, 
and Judges classes are not eligible for these certificates. 

 

18. Penn-Jersey District Arrangement Trophies:  To be eligible for Penn-Jersey District Arrangement 
Trophies, the arranger must be a member of the Penn-Jersey District, fulfill the requirements of 
the trophies, and registered for the convention.  This must be documented on the entry ticket and 
the supplemental card.  The winners of the National Challenge Classes, Rosecraft, Keepsake, 
Personal Adornment Classes, and Judges classes are not eligible for these certificates. 
 

Mrs. John Signaigo Trophy  
Best First Place Standard Arrangement in Competition, using Arranger Grown roses.    

  Must be a member of the Penn-Jersey District and ARS. 
 

   Florence McNeil 
   Best First Place Standard Arrangement in Competition, need not use Arranger Grown   

  roses.   Must be a member of the Penn-Jersey District and ARS. 
 

   J. Benjamin Williams Artistic Trophy 
   Best First place Arrangement in Competition either standard or miniature design with  

  the best use of Miniflora Roses. Roses need not be Arranger Grown.  Must be a member 
  of the Penn-Jersey District.  

 

   Rose Schwartzkopf Miniature Arrangement Trophy  
   Best Miniature First Place Arrangement in Competition, using Arranger Grown fresh  

  Miniature and/or Miniflora Roses.  Must be a member of the Penn-Jersey District. 
 

19. American Rose Society National Trophy Challenge Classes:  To be eligible for the American Rose 
Society National Trophy Challenge Classes, the arranger must be a member of American Rose 
Society, fulfill the requirements of the trophy, and registered for the convention. This must be 
documented on the entry ticket and the supplemental card. 
 

20. Thank You:   Arrangers who have used roses other than arranger grown roses may request from 
the committee a “thank you” card to document the generosity of others who donated roses to 
them.  This card will be displayed with the exhibit after judging has been completed.  It should be 
filled out before the judging and slipped under the underlay in order to be present at the opening 
of the show.  These cards can be secured from the Arrangement Committee members on the 
morning of the show.

Class 4 –  Lincoln’s Gettysburg Address   
     

A miniature arrangement using ONLY Arranger Grown roses classified as Miniflora.  
Arrangement not to exceed 12” in height, width or depth.  Arranger’s choice of style of 
design (Traditional, Modern, Oriental) must be written on supplemental card.  “AG” 
must be written on the entry tag and supplemental card. 
 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Sach’s Covered Bridge was used by the both 
the Union and Confederate Armies in the 

Battle of Gettysburg and its aftermath.  The 
covered bridge is supposed to be haunted by the 

spirits of 3 Confederate soldiers convicted of 
being spies and were hanged from beams in the 

bridge. 

 

 

President Abraham Lincoln gave his most 
famous speech in Gettysburg.  It lasted only 

2 minutes and contained 272 words.  The 
speech honored the soldiers who died at the 

Battle of Gettysburg.

FOUR SCORE AND ROSES GALORE 
 

CHALLENGE CLASSES  
 

Each exhibitor will be provided with a box containing 8 items to possibly use in their design.  Four of the 
items MUST be used in the design.   Class 5 boxes will each contain the same items.  Class 6 boxes will 
each contain the same items.  Class 5 and Class 6 boxes will not be the same but may include some of 
the same items.  If you would like to do this challenge class, you must register will Pat Lawrence (see 
schedule rules).   Boxes can be sent to you after August 1. (you must pay for shipping) 

 
Class 5 – Big Round Top 
               

A standard arrangement of designer’s choice to be staged on a pedestal approximately 36”high with a 
20” square top.  No backboard is permitted but a baseboard is required.  No fabric can drape over the 

edge of the baseboard.  Arranger’s choice of style of design (Traditional, Modern, Oriental) must 
be written on supplemental card.   Limited to 4 entries. 
 
 

 

 
 
 
 

 
 
 
Class 6 –  Little Round Top  
     

A miniature arrangement of arranger’s choice.  Arrangement not to exceed 12” in height, width 
or depth.  Arranger’s choice of style of design (Traditional, Modern, Oriental) must be written on 
supplemental card.

Big Round Top is a rugged hill that formed the Southern edge 
of the Gettysburg Battlefield. It was the topographical high 

point of the battle.  Although men of both sides moved over 
the hill during the battle there was no intense fighting here as 

there was for neighboring Little Round Top.   The densely 
wooded hill was steep and strewn with boulders.  Little use as 

an artillery or observation position. 

 

Little Round Top was one of the key positions in the Union Line 
during the battle of Gettysburg. Little Round Top is the smaller of 

two rocky hills south of Gettysburg and was the site of an 
unsuccessful assault by the Confederate troops against the Union.  

Considered by some historians to be the key point in the Union 
Army’s defensive line that day which culminated in a dramatic 
downhill bayonet charge that is one of the most well-known 

actions in the Civil War.

The Eternal Peace Light Memorial was dedicated in1938 
memorializing the soldiers who fought in both armies during 
the Battle of Gettysburg.  The Eternal Peace Light Memorial 

serves as a constant reminder to the importance of peace and 
the significance of honor.  Inscribed on the memorial are the 

words “An Enduring Light to Guide Us to Unity and 

Fellowship”.  The flame is visible from miles away. 
 

The area known as the Wheatfield was a field of grain owned by the 
John Rose family.   The fighting here, consisting of numerous 

confusing attacks and counterattacks over two hours by eleven 
brigades, earned the field the nickname "Bloody Wheatfield."   But 

in the end, the Confederates were not able to break the Union lines.

 A standard Free Form Modern arrangement with plant materials used in a naturalist 
 way and showing a rhythmic movement in space.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

 

 

Spangler’s Spring was a well-known watering hole for both residents 
and their animals for years before the Battle of Gettysburg.  So 

naturally, during the battle, it served a similar purpose. Although this 
area witnessed undeniably brutal fighting, a persistent legend suggests 

enemies came together here in a moment of peace.  According to 
widely circulated stories, soldiers called a temporary truce and came 
together to drink and exchange cordial greetings. The legend became 
symbolic of the broader movement for national reconciliation and an 

enduring testament to the camaraderie of American soldiers of all 
sections. 

 

Pickett's Charge was the climax of the Battle of Gettysburg and one of the most famous 
infantry attacks of the American Civil War (1861–1865).  Lasting about an hour on the 
afternoon of July 3, 1863, it pitted 12,000 Confederates—including three brigades of 

Virginians under George E. Pickett—against half that number of Union troops. 
 

Although the attack is popularly called a "charge", the men marched deliberately in line, 
to speed up and then charge only when they were within a few hundred yards of the 

enemy.  The Confederates encountered heavy artillery fire while advancing nearly three 
quarters of a mile across open fields to reach the Union line and were slowed by fences 

in their path.  Initially sloping down, the terrain changed to a gentle upward incline 
approximately midway between the lines. These obstacles played a large role in the 

increasing number of casualties the advancing Confederates faced.

The Battle of Gettysburg is considered the "high 
water mark" of the confederacy because it 

marked the greatest advance of the Confederate 
forces into the Union line. 

 

 

Culp’s Hill, a substantial hill with wooded slopes 
owned by farmer Henry Culp, played a 

prominent role in the battle of Gettysburg.  It 
was a critical part of the Union Army defensive 

line.

Class 15 –    Peach Orchard 
 
 A standard arrangement using fresh roses and rose foliage ONLY with no other fresh 
 plant material.  Other required materials used must be dried and/or treated dried 
 plant material.  Arranger’s choice of style of design (Traditional, Modern, Oriental)  
 must be written on the supplemental card.  No accessories permitted.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

Before the Civil War, Gettysburg was best known for its delicious 
peach fruit.  The Peach Orchard was the hot spot during the 
intensive battle of July 1863.   Many of the damaged orchard 

trees were salvaged and new trees planted to replace those that 
died.  The farmer who owned the orchard advertised his canned 
peaches as peaches from the peach trees on the battleground. 

 

 

The Eisenhower National Historic Site in Gettysburg is the home and 
farm of President Dwight D. Eisenhower and his wife Mamie Geneva 

Doud Eisenhower.   Mamie Eisenhower loved roses and her rose 
gardens are still in existence at the Eisenhower site.  While most of the 
roses have been replaced over time, the site does maintain the General 

Eisenhower, a red hybrid tea rose presented to him by Chancellor 
Konrad Adenauer of West Germany.

Class 16 –    United We Stand, Divided We Fall 
                

A standard arrangement using at least two (2) different classification type  of fresh 
roses, with or without other fresh plant material, to show diversity.  Design must be 
larger than 10” but no larger than 20” in height, width or depth. Arranger’s choice of 
style of design (Traditional, Modern, Oriental) must be written on the supplemental 
card.  No accessories permitted. 
Note: Height of the Backboard may reflect the shorter height of the arrangement 
requirements.

All materials must be dried natural materials. Arranger’s choice of design (Traditional or 
Modern) must be written on the supplemental card.

A standard craft of dried roses decorating a book of faith or other literary work of the 
era.

Mary Virginia Wade, “Ginnie or Jennie” was born on May 21, 
1843.  She was preparing bread for the Union soldiers when she 
was killed by a stray bullet.   Her brick house was between the 
armies and commonly called ‘no man’s land’.  She was the only 

civilian killed during the battle of Gettysburg.

Reverend Alexander Dobbin was a preacher who built the Dobbin 
House and helped to settle and civilize the area.  A secret crawl space in 

the Dobbin House served as part of the Underground Railroad where 
slaves were hidden on the perilous journey to freedom.  After the battle 

of Gettysburg ceased and the armies had departed, it served as a 
hospital for wounded soldiers of both the North and the South. 

 

 

 

At the time of the Battle of Gettysburg, Elizabeth Thorn was caretaker of 
Evergreen Cemetery, a job normally performed by her husband Peter but 
he was away serving in the Union Army. Her elderly parents and her three 
small sons were living with her in the cemetery gatehouse, and she was six 
months pregnant. The cemetery grounds were littered with dead soldiers 
and horses, and it was her responsibility to bury them.  Some refer to her 

as the “Angel of Gettysburg.”

Sallie Ann Jarret was the canine mascot of the 11th Pennsylvania 
Infantry. She accompanied the soldiers throughout nearly the entire 
American Civil War until she was killed in Action in February 1865. 
Sallie adapted quickly to army life, joining the soldiers at their drills 
and establishing her place beside the color guard for dress parade.  
Whenever the regiment left camp, her chosen position was at the 

head of the march with the colonel’s horse.  On two occasions, she 
marched with the regiment in review before President Abraham 

Lincoln.
